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Patient Stories 
òWhen You Hear Hoof Beats Think Horses ,  Not Zebras ó 
The saying òwhen you hear hoof beats think horses, not zebras,ó is used when teaching medical students to 

consider a more common diagnosis before looking at more unusual reasons for a patientõs symptoms.  However, 

sometimes the diagnosis does turn out to be more complicated.  
 

This was the case with a n eleven year old  who came into the clinic with vague neurological symptoms including 

headaches.  At first  the physician  who examined the pat ient , thought he was suffering from migraine headaches.  

However,  after the headaches didnõt improve, the physician  went  in search of the òzebraó by referring the young 

man to Fort HealthCare for Radiologic testing early on Friday morning following the cli nic.  The CT scan showed 

that the patient  had a rare brain tumor.  RRFC volunteer physician Dr. Barry Cash was instrumental in arranging for  

a UW Hospital neurologist  to examine the patient.  This examination resulted in the immediate surgical removal of 

t he tumor . 
 

Two weeks later the RRFC volunteer physicians  saw th e young man for a follow up visit .  They were greeted by very 

grateful parents who se child now had a very good prognosis.  
 

Patients are Grateful for Care Provided  
As the Fort HealthCare Lab Dir ector and frequent Clinic volunteer, Paul Hable often sees former RRFC pat ients 

who are receiving health services at Fort HealthCare.  The y have told Paul that, when they didnõt have health 

insurance, they were very grateful for the care they received thro ugh the RRFC.  They thanked Paul for the kind, 

respectful and caring way they were treated at the Clinic.  
 

Another patient told Gail Scott, RRFC Board Chair, that the RRFC was òthe best Free Clinic in the area.ó  He was 

very impressed with the caring and k nowledgeable clinic staff and how the clinic was organized.  òI donõt know what 

I would do without this clinic.
