2009 will long be remembered for the HIN1 outbreak and response. In April the Health Department
closed an elementary school, as directed by the CDC, due to a diagnosed case of HLIN1. This guidance
later changed and schools were not closed unless it was decided by the schools and the local Health
Officer that the absentee rate was unusually high. Jefferson County had one death related to HIN1
reported. Due to the declared Public Health Emergency and Outbreak response, many other programs
and services at the Health Department were either decreased or temporarily suspended. The staff
worked well together to plan and implement clinics, disseminate information, coordinate services with
other providers, redistribute vaccine, target high-risk groups for vaccination and answer the numerous
telephone calls from the public. The Health Department was successfully able to respond to this
Outbreak by being well prepared.

The Health Department management and
staff met regularly to plan for vaccination
clinics. The Health Department also met
with area providers to clarify distribution
of vaccine. The Director/Health Officer
attended the Southern Regional
WALHDAB meetings for regional planning.

The number of doses of novel influenza
vaccine administered by the local Health
Department was entered into the
Wisconsin Immunization Registry (WIR)
on a timely basis.

The Health Department coordinated
communication regarding the novel
influenza virus in many ways. The Health
Department website was updated at least
daily with information and daily e-mails
were sent out to area providers, local
government and governmental services,
schools and Chamber of Commerce. The
Health Department also held briefings
with the media ¢ sometimes on a daily
basis. Health Department staff were
dedicated to answering questions from
the public, with 100s of calls coming in on
a daily basis during the peak of the
Outbreak response.

The Health Department held numerous
clinics to distribute the H1N1 vaccine
(please see data on clinics held and
number of vaccine given). The Health
Department also coordinated the
distribution of the HIN1 vaccine with the
Fort HealthCare Pharmacy and area
clinics.

Immunization Calition

The Jefferson County Immunization Coalition was started by students working in their clinical placement
with the Health Department. The Coalition includes area medical providers, schools, Health Department
staff and representatives from Pharmaceutical companies.

Gaps in immunization coverage have been identified in Jefferson County. The purpose of developing the
Immunization Coalition was to provide a forum where community providers and the Health Department
can discuss and improve the current immunization practices and timely and appropriate immunization
of children and adults. Through this coalition, providers will obtain updated information regarding new
immunizations, immunization shortages or changes in protocols. Providers are able to network and
share ideas. The goal is to improve communication, education of providers, adults and parents of
children, and improve immunization rates. The ultimate goal is to stop vaccine preventable diseases.

The Immunization Coalition provided a great venue for communication and resource sharing during the
HAIN1 Novel Influenza Outbreak and vaccine distribution. In the future, the Coalition will analyze the
childhood immunization rates and provide resources to improve the percentage of children who are
fully immunized by age two.

Healthy Lifestyles Coalition Pilot Project

The Centers for Disease Control (CDC) Program Integration Project has provided Wisconsin the unique

opportunity to pool and integrate resources from a number of existing programs to reduce the impact of
OKNRBYAO RAaSFHaS Ay (GKS {{dlIGaSo tg2 2F (GKSAS LINRIN.
Control Program (TPCP) and the Nutrition, Physical Activity and Obesity Program (NPAO).

Through this integration effort, the TPCP and NPAO have formed a partnership which not only facilitates
the alignment of available resources but also enhances the benefits and opportunities for improving the
health outcomes of Wisconsin residents. The result of this partnership has been the Healthy Lifestyles
Coalitions Pilot Project (HLCPP).

The HLCPP focuses on community capacity building, evidence-based community outreach interventions,
effective communication strategies and engaging communities with health-related disparities. The goal
of the project is to enable three Wisconsin communities to develop and implement policies, systems and
environmental change strategies to address chronic disease prevention within their jurisdictions. These
selected communities include: Dodge and Jefferson Counties (Dodge-Jefferson Healthier Community
Partnership), LaCrosse County and Outagamie County.

The three main objectives of the HLCPP in Phase | include:
9 Establishing an integrated approach for a Healthy Lifestyles Coalition
1 Recruiting and orientating Coalition and community members
91 Developing and implementing Multi-Year Strategic Action Plans

In Phase Il in 2010, the project communities will continue to build and maintain their coalition
infrastructure and will implement evidence-based strategies and activities focused on a priority nutrition
and/or physical activity environmental policy goal.

The Dodge-Jefferson Healthier Community Partnership held a Community Forum to showcase business,
school and community based Healthy Lifestyles initiatives. Input from the Forum was used to develop a
Healthy Lifestyles Strategic Plan with focus on these three main areas:

Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention
By December 31, 2009, 375 children at risk for
lead poisoning who reside in Jefferson County
will receive an age-appropriate blood lead
test.

689 children at risk for lead poisoning were tested for
blood lead levels at WIC and Well Child Clinics. 10
children had test results that were > 10 ug/dL.

Early Intervention & Detection of
Pregnancy

During the 2009 contract period, all women of
reproductive age who receive services through
the Jefferson County Health Department will
be provided with appropriate information
about family planning and reproductive
health, pregnancy related health and Medicaid
services including the Family Planning Waiver
and Healthy Start.

Immunization Program

By December 31, 2009, 64% of children
residing in the Jefferson County Health
Department jurisdiction, who turn 24 months
of age during the contract year, will complete
4 DTaP, 3 Polio, 1 MMR, 3 Hib, 3 Hepatitis B
and 1 Varicella vaccination by their second
birthday.

Providing immunizations is a cost effective way of
stopping vaccine preventable diseases. The Health
Department is responsible for promoting appropriate
immunization of children and adultsrad coordinating
services with area providers.
