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Jefferson County Health Department Offers Immunization Clinics for Children and Adults

School Age Free Vaccine Clinics Scheduled
The Jefferson County Health Department is offering vaccine clinics at schools throughout the County this fall. All vaccines will be free of charge with donations accepted. The purpose of the clinics is to test the Health Department’s ability to set up mass vaccination clinics. The clinics are also being held to encourage families to immunize their children against influenza and other vaccine preventable diseases such as tetanus, Human Papilloma Virus, chickenpox, measles and polio.

These clinics are open to all school age children regardless of insurance status. All school age students: including families with private health insurance, BadgerCare/Medical Assistance or no health insurance are welcome at these clinics. As a rule, the Health Department can’t vaccinate children who have health insurance that covers vaccines. However, due to this being a “mass clinic exercise” ALL school age children can receive ALL vaccines free of charge.

Both nasal and injectable flu vaccine will be available (subject to availability).

The Jefferson County Health Department will be offering FREE flu and school immunizations to school age children at the following locations and times:

Parents are encouraged to take advantage of this offer to protect your school age child from seasonal flu and other illnesses.  All flu vaccine, both intranasal and injectable, is quadrivalent meaning it protects against four strains of the flu - two influenza A viruses and two influenza B viruses.

The clinics are for school age children accompanied by their parent.  The following vaccines will be available: Influenza (Flu), Tdap (required vaccine for all students entering 6th grade), HPV (recommended for students age 11 and older – boys and girls – series of 3 doses, one dose given at this clinic), Meningococcal (recommended for students 11 – 18 years old), Measles, Mumps, Rubella (MMR), Chickenpox (Varicella) and Polio

Adult Flu Vaccine Offered for $30
The Health Department also has flu and pneumonia vaccine available for adults. Adult clinics will be held at the Jefferson County Health Department, 1541 Annex Road, Lower Clinic Level on:

Wednesday, October 29 from 11 a.m. – 1 p.m.

In addition, a flu and pneumonia shot clinic for adults will be held at:
Fort Atkinson Senior Citizens Center, 307 Robert Street, Fort Atkinson on Monday, November 3, 2014 from 2:30 p.m. to 4 p.m. No appointment needed.

The Health Department also has adult flu vaccine available on Mondays, Tuesdays and Fridays from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. at the Health Department in the lower level clinic area.

COST:  $30 for Flu Shot; $70 for Pneumonia Shot; FREE with MEDICARE PART B**

The traditional Medicare card has a red and blue stripe on the card.
**If you have a MEDICARE HMO, you must go to your doctor for your shot to be covered.
