Proposed Changes to Medicaid Hospital Outpatient State Plan 

Effective April 1, 2013
Enclosed are proposed amendments to the Wisconsin Medicaid State Plan for the reimbursement of outpatient hospital services.  The proposed amendments take effect April 1, 2013, subject to approval by the federal government.  According to federal regulation, the enclosed materials are to be available for public review in the office of each county department of social services/human services.  These documents should be available during your normal office hours until June 30, 2013.
The following proposed changes will be contained in the Wisconsin Medicaid State Hospital outpatient State Plan effective April 1, 2013:

· Effective April 1, 2013, outpatient hospital services for all hospitals will be reimbursed using an Enhanced Ambulatory Patient Grouping (EAPG) reimbursement methodology. 
· DHS will apply a Fiscal Corridor Adjustment to the statewide base rate for all Acute Care, Psychiatric, Rehabilitation, and Children’s hospitals, in order to limit the fiscal impact of the EAPG reimbursement system during the first year of implementation.

The Department’s proposals involve no change in the definition of those eligible to receive benefits under Medicaid.  Benefits to eligible recipients also remain the same.
